Constitution of 

The Vaudevillians

of

Corona del Mar High School

The purpose and aim of the Vaudevillians is to promote and enhance theatre at Corona del Mar High School and in the surrounding area, to raise the level of influence that all the performing arts have on our community and to encourage all who are interested in theatre to grow and develop.

 Article I – Membership

Section 1:  Membership shall be open to all Corona del Mar students in grades nine (9)
      through twelve (12).

Section 2:  Membership shall be open year round.

Section 3:  Membership in Thespians shall be determined by the laws and regulation set
                  down by the International Thespian Organization. Membership in Thespians is

                  not a prerequisite to membership in Vaudevillians.
Section 4:  Students who do not participate regularly in activities may be removed from

                  membership by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of a quorum of the full board.

Section 5: A student may lose membership in Vaudevillians and/or Thespians by

                 displaying conduct unbecoming a member of this organization. This shall be

                 determined by the Advisor. 

 Article II – Ratification
Section 1:  These by-laws shall be ratified by a committee formed of the following:

· A quorum of the Vaudevillian’s full board.

· The Advisor

· Each member of the executive board shall select one (1) additional delegate to sit on the committee.

Section 2:  The by-laws will be valid when they are ratified by two-thirds (2/3) of the 
                  members of the committee.

Section 3:  All changes proposed at the ratification meeting must be proposed and

                  seconded.  The committee will then vote on the proposed revision.  If a simple
                  majority approves the revision, it shall be passed.

· At any time a member of the committee may call for a ratification vote.

· These procedures may be modified at the beginning of the ratification meeting by a two-thirds majority of the quorum, but not after any measure has been proposed and voted upon.
Section 4:  Amendments to the Constitution may be proposed by any active member of 

                  Vaudevillians.  All amendments will then be presented to a quorum of the full
                   board for approval.

Section 5:  All amendments must be approved by the advisor.

Article III - Elections
Section 1:  Any active member of the Vaudevillians may be nominated for an office if

                  that individual fulfills the requirements set down for the office they are being

                  nominated for.

Section 2:  All nominees who meet the requirements must present themselves and their
                  platform to a general meeting of the Vaudevillians.

Section 3:  All candidates must be approved by the advisor

Section 4:  All approved candidates’ names will be present on the ballot.

Section 5:  All ballots must be counted by the President, Secretary and Advisor. 

Section 6:  In the event of a tie there will be an election held by the executive committee
                  of the Vaudevillians to determine a winner.

Section 7:  All officers shall serve for one year.

Section 8:  The Executive Vice President shall be selected from the runner up in the

       election for President.  In the event that only one individual runs for President

       there shall be a separate election of Executive Vice President.

Article IV-Officers

Section 1:  President
· Must be a senior

· Must be an active Thespian 
· Must have been active in Vaudevillians (Drama Club) for at least two years. 
The president shall preside at all meetings and serve as chairman of the executive committee.  The president shall, in the event of a vacancy on the board, appoint an individual to fill said position.  He, or she, shall have direct responsibility over all executive officers and the class representatives.  The president shall be responsible for the final awards ceremony for Corona del Mar High School Theatre Arts department and serve as Master of Ceremony at all Thespian Initiations.  
Section 2:  Executive Vice President

· Must be a Senior

· Must be and active Thespian

· Must have been active in Vaudevillians (Drama Club) for at least one year.  

The Executive Vice President shall fulfill the position of President in the event that the President is unable to complete his, or her, term.  He, or she, will also have direct supervision of the treasurer and shall work with the Advisor and Theatre Arts Booster President concerning all fund raising activities.  He, or she, shall also have direct supervision of the Improv Captain, seeing that the Comedy Sportz team is active. 

Section 3:  Vice President of Thespians and Festivals
· Must be a junior or senior
· Must be an active Thespian 
· Must have been active in Vaudevillians (Drama Club) for at least one year.  
The Vice President of Thespians and Festivals shall serve on the executive board and shall be responsible for all aspects of The International Thespian (ITS) Society’s Chapter 2482.  He, or she, shall be responsible for all ITS initiation ceremonies and shall have direct supervision of the Scribe.  He, or she, shall be responsible for planning, organizing and coordinating all festival activities.

Section 4:  Vice President of Publicity
· Must be a junior or senior
· Must be an active Thespian 
· Must have been involved in Vaudevillians (Drama Club) for at least one year.  
The Vice President of Publicity shall serve on the Executive Board and shall be responsible for seeing that all communications for the Vaudevillians, ITS Chapter 2482, Theatre III Repertory, Main Stage Productions, Comedy Sportz and the CdM Theatre Arts web site and any communication requested by the CdM Theatre Arts instructors, are produced in a timely and appropriate manner and are always kept to a high standard.  The Vice President of Publicity shall have direct supervision over the webmaster and historian.  He, or she, may appoint a newsletter editor and is encouraged to delegate the assignments given.
Section 5:  Secretary
· Must be an active Thespian

· Must have been involved in Vaudevillians (Drama Club) for at least one year.  
The Secretary shall serve on the Executive Board.  The secretary shall be responsible for keeping accurate minutes of all Vaudevillian meetings and turning in all minutes to Corona del Mar’s ASB.  He, or she, shall also be responsible for all elections.

Section 6:  Treasurer 
· Must be an active Thespian

· Must have been involved in Vaudevillians (Drama Club) for at least one year.  
The Treasurer shall serve on the Executive board.  The Treasurer is responsible for keeping an accurate record of all Vaudevillian finances and of keeping the Executive board apprised of said records.  All purchases, using Vaudevillian funds, shall be presented to the Treasurer for approval, based on fund availability and then shall be presented to the Executive board for the approval of a quorum of the said board.  Expenditures submitted by the Advisor do not require the approval of the Executive Board but do require notification.  
Section 7: Resident Stage Manager
· Appointed by the Advisor

The Resident Stage Manager shall serve on the Executive Board and is responsible for the organizational and technical aspects of all Corona del Mar High School productions.  They shall work under the direct supervision of the Production Manager and/or the Director.  The Resident stage manager shall be responsible for:
· All auditions.  This includes organizing, announcing and running the auditions and discipline as specified by the Director.  This does not include casting.
· Choosing and training all necessary members of the technical crew, under the supervision of the Production Manager.

· The Resident Stage Manager shall be responsible for all aspect of a production, once that production has moved into Technical Rehearsals, and see that the show remains as envisioned and blocked by the Director.

· In the event that the Resident Stage Manager is unable to serve in that position for a particular show it shall be his, or her, responsibility to select and train an individual to fill that position.  The replacement must be approved by the Director and/or Production Manger.

Section 8:  Scribe
· Must be a Thespian 
The Scribe shall be responsible for keeping an accurate record of all points earned by ITS members and serve as Secretary of the Vice President of Thespians and Festivals.

Section 9:  Historian
The Historian shall be responsible for keeping a pictorial and historical record of all Vaudevillian and Thespian Activities.

Section 10:  News Editor
The News Editor shall be responsible for maintaining the Vaudevillian web site and newsletter and shall serve under the direction of the Advisor.
Section 11:  Improv Captain
· Must have been active on the Corona del Mar Improv team for at least one year.  
The Improv Captain is responsible for selecting the Comedy Sportz team.  This includes holding auditions, opened to the entire Corona del Mar High School student body.  He, or she, must plan and run all rehearsals of the team, preparing them for competitions, organize and promote performances and keep the standards set by the Advisor for the team.
Section 12:  Lead Critic

· Serve as the lead Cappies critic

· Select critics for the year he/she serves

· Monitor all critics for completion of assignments

· Act as host for Cappies reviewers at CdM

The Lead Critic is responsible for supervising all activities associated with the Orange County Cappies and following not only the guidelines stated above but all those set down by the nation and regional organizations.

Section 13:  Senior Representative
· Must be a Senior in the year they will serve.
· Must have been involved in Vaudevillians (Drama Club) for at least one year.  
The Senior Representative shall be responsible for representing the Senior class members of Vaudevillians at all full board meetings.  He, or she, shall plan, organize and promote the Senior Vaudevillians trip and promote and encourage seniors to participate in Theatre Arts.

Section 14:  Junior Representative
· Must be a Junior in the year they will serve.

· Must have been involved in Vaudevillians for one year.  
The Junior Representative shall be responsible for representing the Junior class members of Vaudevillians at all full board meetings.  He, or she, shall promote and encouraging juniors to participate in Theatre Arts.

Section 15:  Sophomore Representative
· Must be a Sophomore in the year they will serve

· Must have been involved in Vaudevillians (Drama Club) for at least one year.

The Sophomore Representative shall be responsible for representing the sophomore class members of Vaudevillians at all full board meetings and to promote and encouraging sophomores to participate in Theatre Arts.

Section 16:  Freshmen Representative
· Must be a Freshman in the year they will serve.

The Freshman Representative shall be responsible for representing the freshmen class members of Vaudevillians at all full board meetings and shall promote and encouraging freshmen to participate in Theatre Arts.

Article V - Vaudevillian Meetings
Section 1: The Executive board shall meet at least 2 times a month.  Board meeting shall
                  be on Monday.

Section 2:  The Full Board shall meet at least 1 time a month on a Monday.

Section 3:  The general meeting shall be held on the second and fourth Tuesdays of each month, when possible, and shall have no less than one general meeting per month. 

Article VI – Thespians

Section 1:  The Vaudevillians shall encourage their members to become Thespians.
Section 2:  Initiation ceremonies shall be held three times a year.

Section 3:  The Corona del Mar Thespian troupe shall follow the guidelines as set down             

                   by the International Thespian Society.

Article VII – Community Service

Section 1:  The Vaudevillians shall participate in at least two community service projects
                   each year.
