Congratulations on being selected as a 2008-2009 CdM Cappie Critic.  You are joining one of the most active Cappie teams in Orange County and we know that you are just the right person to help us get even better.

In this letter I will explain some of the requirements and expectations.  Some of these will be repeats from your prospective Cappie letter.

Cappie training will begin in September.  The training is all day on a Saturday.  There are usually two dates and I should have those dates soon.  If you do not attend the training meetings you will not be able to participate in Cappies.  Remember that you must attend at least 5 shows and preferably all of them on our assigned nights.  If you would like to see more shows, go for it, the more shows you see the more your chances of getting published and of being nominated for a Cappie award.  Also do not forget that you will be financially responsible for shows that you do not attend, and are assigned to, without proper notification to the OC Cappies director.  

As A CdM Cappie you will be expected to be professional at all times.  This begins with your theatre attire.  CdM Cappies will always be dressed in proper theatre attire.  For the gentlemen this is nice pants, dress shirt, dress shoes (with black socks) and I would like you to wear ties, but I will leave that optional, suits would really make me happy.  Ladies, I would like to see you in nice slacks or skirts, blouses and dress shoes (nylons for you).  Pants suits or dresses would also make me happy.  For both the men and the ladies, absolutely NO DENIM!!!.

Arrive on time.  That means you arrive 5 to 10 minutes before you are scheduled to.  Being consistently late could be grounds for removing you from the team.  If you are going to be late let Heather, your lead critic, know ahead of time, and it had better be a good reason—the line was too long at Starbucks is not a good reason.  If you need a ride to a team show the van will be available, we hope, to give you a lift.  If you ever plan on using the van for a ride you will need to complete a NMUSD transportation form (attached).  Even if you do not think that you will ever ride in the van it would be a good idea to have a completed form on file, just in case.

At all Cappies shows you will be on your best behavior.  This includes proper theatre etiquette, courtesy to our host schools and professional behavior in the discussion room.  Unfortunately CdM has a reputation for being rather abrasive and this has created some unkind feelings from other schools.  Remember that you can voice your opinion and disagree without creating enemies.  This does not mean that I expect the CdM Cappies to be push-overs, but I would like to see us not get the most likely to be poisoned by other Cappie teams’ award.

I know that Heather and I are proud to have you on our team and that this year will be even better than the last.
